The camp runs for 8 one week sessions.  The camp has the use of six cabins, a recreational hall and the surrounding grounds.  Oak Hill’s Camp shares the dining hall, laundry room, beach and boating area with two other long-term camps.  On some occasions, the camps join together for a combined program.  

Two counselors are assigned to each cabin, which can house up to six campers at a time.  Counselors have their own sleeping area.  Counselors are responsible for the physical and emotional well being of the campers as well as light maintenance of the cabin.  In addition, the counselors are expected to assist in the planning and running of recreational programs for the camp.  Some of these activities include swimming, boating, arts and crafts, nature walks, sports and games, carnivals, Bingo, dances, Talent Night, barbecues and more!

The Oak Hill Camp is managed by a Camp Director and an Assistant Director.  A camp nurse lives on the grounds to meet the needs of Oak Hill’s campers and staff.  Doctors are on call 24 hours per day and are available to staff for a fee.  Lawrence Memorial Hospital in New London is a ten minute ride from camp.

Working at Oak Hill’s Summer Camp is a very unique experience.  It requires great personal effort, a strong desire and a commitment to ensure a successful camp experience for each camper.  Counselors also must demonstrate the utmost concern and responsibility for the safety and general welfare of all members of the camp community.  

The Oak Hill Summer Camp will give you experiences unmatched by almost any other employment opportunity.  Many of the campers return year after year, and have lasting friendships with the long term camp staff.
